1-A common cry these days is ” save the rain forests,” but what exactly are rain
forests and why is it so important to save_them ?

A rain forest is any forest where the heavy rainfall causes thick vegetation. There
are two main types of rain forests :tropical and cool. When people say " save the rain
forests”, they are usually talking about tropical rain forests-jungles characterized by
dense vegetation and hot, humid weather throughout the year, These tropical forests are
disappearing at a very fast rate , and their disappearance has serious effects worldwide.

2-The tropical rain forests stretch around the equator, and cover large parts of
Central and South America, Central Africa, South east Asia, and the islands of the
western pacific. Although these forests grow in more than fifty different countries, more
than half of the world’s tropical forest area is in only three countries : Brazil, Indonesia.
and Zaire .

3-Rain forests are important for a variety of reasons . They are the world’s richest
wildlife habitat, (although they cover less than 10% of the earth’s land area, they contain
more than half of the world’s plant and animal species.) They play an essential role in
regulating the world’s climate and they arc the most important sources of new
medicines. At least 1.500 rain forest plants can be eaten as vegetables. They help to
prevent soil erosion .

4-Scientists estimate that about one million different species of plants and animals
live in the rain forests .A single tree can hold more than 400 species of insects !

5-One reason for the variety of wildlife is the climate. Rain forests get 5 to 10
.meters of rain a year , and temperatures usually stay between 23.9°C and 29.4°C. This
makes it possible for a large number of plants and animal species to survive. Another
reason for the variety of wildlife is the age of the forests. The great tropical rain forests
are 70 to 100 million years old.In that time , many different species of plants and animals
have been able to develop .
