When she was 16. she invented a new kind of glue out of simple materials. 1 tried the new
glue on 1ron. wood, glass and carpet; it worked wondertully,” Sarah says.

The new glue is made of cork and benzene. “The idea 1s originallv not mine.” Sarah savs. 1
was talking to a relative of mine who is a college graduate when she told me, by chance. that in
the past our grandparents used cork and benzene to glue things together.” she adds. ~T liked the
idea and reported my desire to experiment with it to my teachers in the scientific club in my
school. In the laboratory. Mrs Rabii helped me out with mixing the fwo_materials together. She

was afraid that there would be a chemical reaction that might hurt me.” Sarah explains.

One good benefit of the new glue 1s that it costs almost nothing. Moreover, it is environment-
friendly. She hopes that a businessman would sponsor the idea one dayv and build a factory that
produces this glue.

She is in the scientific section. ©I chose it because 1 like
science and mathematics; and 1 dislike history,”™ Sarah says.
